If your high school GPA is 2.5 or higher, you may enroll in ENG101 (without ENG091);
however, you should consider all of the information in this document as you decide on the best
course for your success.

ENG101 is a course in which students will develop the abilities to read critically, to think
logically, to discuss intelligently, and primarily to write effectively using exposition,
argumentation, and research.

A grade of “C” or better is required to pass the course and enter into ENG102.
